Despite the late submission of the request, this bill maintains
the Committes’s long-sta tradition of eonducting a thorough,
bipartisan evaluation of the budget 'm%uest to ensure the appro-
priate use of velunhis ¢ ¥ funds.

How-
over, the Committee is concerned that eompensation, particularly
for the junior enlisted ranks, hes been insufficient to provide an
adequata ity of life for ericomembers: The Committee is aleo
conoeroisd t this inadequate level n-lt;_g:g:.r may impede the De-
partment’a ability to recruit a force sufficient to execute the Na-
tional Defense Strategy.

To address the recruiting crisis and increase the quality of life
for the most vulnerable m Lai ergonnel and their families, the

percent for junior enlisted persennel, as well as a 5.2 purr.:ﬂnr.ﬂ
increase for all military persomnel. The Committes expects
this paﬂyhr.uiae will help mitigate the recruiting crisis and improve
the guality of life for servicemembers and their families.

CTVILIAN WOREFORCE OPFTIMIZATTON

The Committes recognizes the valuable contributions of the De-
Eurﬂmmr. of Defense civilian workioree te overall mission succees
ut is concerned by its growing cost. Between fiseal years 2018 and
civiliam Bgz;r itures grew by approximately
$15.000,000,000, in fisca] year 2022 expenditures acrozs all aps
propriations exceeded $101,000,000,000. The Committes views this
as unsustainable and excessive, particularly with the maturation of
commercial tec such as robotic process automation and
artificinl intelligence, which can significantly reduce or eliminate
manual processes across the Department. Thepefore, the Com-
mittes recommendation ineludes & total reduction of $1,005,252,000
for the Department of Defense civilian workforce, The Committee
directs the Seeretary of Defense to exclude civilian positions sup-
porting shipyerd, depot, health care, and sexuval assanlt and re-
spanee duties from any reduections.

Further, the Committoe assesses the Department has nol taken
meaningful steps to adopt, at scale, modern technologies in its busi-
ness operations. The Department’s adherence to legacy systems,
processes, and practices creates an inofficient :ﬁpli-:-atmu of man-
power, squanders resources that could be applied to incresse oper-
ational readiness, and is detrimental to the Department's efforts to
recruit and retain top talent. The Department must optinuze it= o-
vilian workforee to mest current and future threste in a fiscally
prudent mennar.

Therefore, the Committes directs the Secretary of Defense to sub-
mit a report to the congressional defense commitless, not later
than 120 days after the enactment of this Act, that addresses these
areas of concerm. The report ehall include;

3501, requires Department to show substantial
savings, the stability of the requirement, the E'Mhmﬁﬁ of fundimg,
etahble co ration, realistic cost estimates, and n 1 security
indarests, ile the Committes strongly aprees with the nesd to
ensure the munitions indusirial base has steady demand from the
Department of Defense to meet national defense requirements, the
Depariment has failed to show how the use of theze pro Cf-
tracts would meet the standards as outlined in statute. The Com-
mittee is particularly concerned the Department cannot provide re-
alistic cost estimates snd has procesded with thess moltivenr pro-
curement requests without a firm understanding of each program’a
unit coat production capacity. The Committes believes, how-
ever, that saveral of these programa are worthy of multivear pro-
curement consideration due to their enduring importence and
ateady productlon

Therefore, the Act includes = general provision to grant
multiyear procurement authority for Naval Strike Missile, Guided
MultliﬂlE Launch Rocket Eyetom, PATRIOT Advanced Capability—3
Missile Segment Enhancement, Long Anti-Ship Missile, and
Joint Air-to-Burfece Standofl Missile, The Committee also ree-
ommends $1,412,127,000 in advance procurement and industrial
base funding to improve capacity for both private and public muni-
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tione providers. However, since the Department has failed t;{rm—
vide the Committee with coet eavings axpected to be gensrated by
E0OG funding and in some instances communicated an expecta-
tion of no cost savings from multivear contracts, EOGQ funding is
nob justified at this time. The Committee expects that prior to the
transmission of its fiseal year 2025 President's budget request, the
Department will demonstrate how EOG funding would generate
cogt savings across the respective multiyear contracts.

NAVY LITTORAL COMBAT SHIFS

The Committes is troubled that, despite repeated rejections by
Congress, the Navy is onee again proposing to decomrmission sevs
eral Litteral Combat Ships well before the end of their expected
service lives. The Commuttee strongly belicves that these ships,

not. aligned with the Nawy's ariginal plan, can provide oper-
ational value in support of combatant commander initiatives. Fur-
ther, it ie noted that the Nayy is studying platforms that could be
repurposed to serve as & mothership for a variety of future un-
manned capabilities. The Committes eves it is pature 1o di-
vest these ships before the completion of this amﬂﬁ?a thorough
review of combatent commander requirements for such capability.

Therefore, the Committee directs the Secretary of the Navy to
submit a report t0 the compressional defense committees, not later
than 30 after the cnaclment of this Act, on these proposed al-
termatives, her, the Committee strongly urges the Secretary of
the Mavy to abstain from further proposals to decommizsion any
Litbnml‘.%ﬂmhut Ship.

Not only did this policy unnecessarily reduce end stren ugh
the involuntary separation of thousands of servicemembers, but as
acknowledged by senior Marine Corps leadership in 2022, it also
hurt recruiting. In fiseal year 2023, C gf intervened to over-
turn this pelicy through section 525 of the James M. Inhofe Na-
tiona] Defense Authorizatian Act for Fiseal Year 2023 (Public Law
117-263), Now that the policy has been rescinded, the Committee
expects the Secretery to implement puidenee that requires the
Services to offer reinstatement to servicamembers who were invol-
untarily separated based solely o the Department’s mandatory
COVID=-19 vaccination policy.
